Smokey Bones Scores With Local Recreational Sports Leagues!

Under new ownership, Smokey Bones Bar &
Fire Grill, a chain restaurant with more than 60
locations primarily across the Eastern U.S., was
searching for a way to drive groups of young
adults to their newly renovated restaurants.
Their marketing agency of record, PUSH, was
intrigued by the opportunity to partner with
adult recreational sports leagues, events and
activities but weren't sure how to aggregate
partners and activate such a program.

Then Sportsvite stepped to the plate.

The program was a home run! Smokey Bones
experienced positive ROl through increased
sales during the sponsorship. Over 50K key
chains were distributed at playing fields. Online
promotion generated over 5MM impressions
through Sportsvite.com and league partner
websites. League Organizers agreed the
campaign was a success that provided a great
experience for their players & teams. Based on
positive feedback and program results, multiple
markets have been renewed in 2010.

More importantly, Smokey Bones Bar & Grill
also achieved its goal to develop community
relationships and a local grassroots
marketing platform to run future promotions
in their local markets.
